e Apply a continuous bead &fV resistant exterior
sealantbetween the Nailing Fin and the exterior
cladding of the window. This will dehe Nailing Fin
to unit frame.

e Apply flashing tape over the Nailing fin at the sill of
the window.

e Next apply flashing tape over the Nailing Fin on
both sides of the unit and make sure to overlap
tape at the sill.

¢ Finally apply flashing tape over the N&j Fin at the
head, making sure to overlap flashing tape at the
sides.

CAUTION

reflective flashings. Highly reflective flashing tapes can raise
the surface temperature of vinyl to the point where the

vinyl may melt or cause deformation.
