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1.  Jamb Preparation 

ωwŜƳƻǾŜ ŀƴȅ ŘƛŀƎƻƴŀƭ ōǊŀŎƛƴƎ ƻǊ ƻǘƘŜǊ ǇŀŎƪŀƎƛƴƎ ŦǊƻƳ ǳƴƛǘ ŜȄǘŜǊƛƻǊ ƻƴƭȅΦ tƭŀŎŜ  unit  exterior  side 
 down  on  a  clean  flat  work  surface. 
ωwŜƳƻǾŜ all remaining bracing and packing from unit making sure to not damage the unit.     
ωwŜƳƻǾŜ any loose items.  Extension jamb will be factory applied unless ordered loose. 
ωLŘŜƴǘƛŦȅƛƴƎ the exterior of the jamb can vary depending on your configuration. Standard units will have 
a sloping edge on only one side of the sill. This side is your exterior. On designs without the sloping sill 
other identifiers should be used such as; exterior color/ finish, operation direction/ configuration, metal 
cladding, or wood species when species differs from interior to exterior. 
 

2.  Panel Storage 

ω5ǳŜ ǘƻ ǘƘŜ size of many of some units, panels are sometimes shipped separately from the frame. 
Panels must be stored laying fully supported on a clean surface, or standing completely vertical. 

 
WARNING- DO NOT store panels in a standing/ leaning position, or laying flat on saw bucks or blocks of 
any fashion. Improper storage can diminish the performance and life of the units.

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3.  Opening Preparation 

ωThe side and head rough framing should be at least as wide as the supplied jamb frame.

ωCheck for opening plumb and level. 

 
ωBe sure sill plate is clean, smooth, and dry. 
ω/ƻƴǎƛŘŜǊŀǘƛƻƴ ǎƘƻǳƭŘ ōŜ ƳŀŘŜ at this point as to the final intended height of the sill relative to the 
finished floor surface. Removal of material or further shimming may be needed to achieve your desired 
height. 
ωIf using a plate to adjust the sill height, be sure height plate is as wide and long as jamb. Also be sure to 
seal under height plate.

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4.  Jamb Installation 

WARNING- UV resistant exterior sealant must be used and be compatible with all materials it comes in

Apply a proper 
finish or barrier (i.e. tar paper or ice/ water membrane) between all wood and masonry/ concrete 
surfaces.

SILL

near the interior edge, one bead on the exterior edge, and one bead down the center.

ωLift jamb into opening. Center the unit in opening side to side. Secure temporarily with clamps to 
prevent from falling out of opening. 
ω5ƻǳōƭŜ ŎƘŜŎƪ sill level and flatness.  
ωSome units with extremely deep jambs may require fastening through the sill to prevent warping or 
twisting. This is especially necessary on deep wood sills. Fasteners can be hidden under removable riser 
pads where applicable to design. Any exposed fasteners should be sufficiently sealed to prevent water 
penetration. 
 
SIDE JAMB 
ω{ǘŀǊǘƛƴƎ ƻƴ the hinge side, plumb and shim the side jamb. Plumb should be checked both side to side 
and front to back on the side jamb. 
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ωFor sidelite units, install sidelite side with hinges first. 
ωFor french units, install inactive/ passive panel side first.  

 
ωAll shims should be positioned so fasteners will drive through and hold shims in place. 
ωDO NOT fully secure the side jamb until the unit is checked for square and plumb. Fasteners can be 
prepositioned in the jamb for easier location of shims. Predrilling jambs with a 3/16έ drill will aid in ease 
of installation. 
ωPlace all fasteners in thicker portion of jamb. 

 
WARNING- DO NOT fasten the jamb through any factory applied finish that will have contact with the 
elements. Installing fasteners through a factory finish will VOID any warranty written or implied on the 
finish and life of the unit. Any factory pre-drilled holes for installation should be properly sealed during 
installation. 
ωFinal fastening of hinge sided requires fastening through open holes in hinge plate. REMENBER to palce 
shims behind all hinges with hinge screws utilized to hold the shims in place. 
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ωShim and plumb the non-hinge side next in the same manner. Be sure that shims are held in palce by 
fasteners. 
ωThe side margin between the jamb and door panel can be checked by closing the door panel. A 
sufficient margin is approximately 1/8έ. 
 
HEAD 
ω¦ǎŜ ŀ ƭŜǾŜƭ ŀƴŘ/ or string line to check the level and straightness of the head jamb. DO NOT allow for

ωShim and fasten as necessary to maintain a proper margin spacing to door panel. 
 
The hinge hardware provides for some 
adjustment in the field or during installation. If major adjustment seems to be needed, double check 
installed jambs for plumb, level, flat, and straightness. Extra shimming may be needed to keep jambs 
within tolerance.

ωShim behind all strike plates and shootbolt plates. Replace fasteners with longer screws as needed to 
hold shims in palce. 
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5.  Finishing Installation 

SEALING- SIDES AND HEAD 
ωSeal the voids between the jamb and opening on the head and sides by inserting backer rod or other 
insulation. DO NOT use expanding foam. 
ωhƴ ǘƘŜ ŜȄǘŜǊƛƻǊ ǎƛŘŜΣ cover the void against the backer with silicone to seal the jamb to the opening. 
ωPlace corner pads on bottom of side jamb. Make sure pads are behind the side seal and touching the 
sill. 

 
ωCaulk around seams of exterior casing where casing meets the jamb and where casing meets the 
exteriro sheeting. 
ωCaulk bottom seems at sill ends, around mull posts on sidelite units, and any seams along the sill, sub-
sill, or sill nose.
